These Web sites contain Church-approved content,
meet the legal requirements of copyrights and privacy, and can be recognized by the presence of the
Church logo. No other sites are authorized.

This restriction includes but is not limited to temples, missions, visitors’ centers, auxiliaries,
quorums, classes, Scout units, and committees for special events. Any such Web sites or e-mail
groups should be discontinued immediately.

This is an update of the guidelines from the January 22, 2003, letter of the Presiding
Bishopric, regarding stake and ward Web sites.
